Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting of Upper Broughton held on wednesday april 9, 2008, IN THE VILLAGE HALL
The chairman of the parish council, Coun. Mrs Janine Hopper, chaired the meeting and welcomed seven members of the public to it.

Apologies were received from Mr Bill Bishop.

Minutes from the previous Annual Parish Meeting held on March 21, 2007, were read and approved and signed by the chairman.

Chairman’s report 
Parish Council elections were held in May 2007.  Only six people stood for election and were duly elected, but this left a vacancy on the Council.  Mr Alan Parkinson was approached and agreed to be co-opted on to the Council, and joined us in June 2007.

Funding for alterations to the Village Hall has continued to make slow progress.  In October 2007, we eventually received a letter from WREN offering us the sum of £25,000 towards the building costs providing that we can put in place the rest of the funding required within 12 months.  In February 2008, Rushcliffe BC agreed to give us a grant of £11178 towards the project.  We have yet to hear from BIFFA as to our bid for approximately £30,000.  The decision has been delayed from March to June 2008.

The Royal Mail has still not replaced the letter box on Top Green, with one suitable for A4 sized packages, as they had promised, despite several reminders.

Traffic through the village continues to cause problems.  Mrs Wynne Rees. one of our parishioners, raised a petition in August which was well supported by the residents.  The petition, along with supporting letters, was passed to Notts CC via our local member Coun. John Cottee.  The Parish Council wrote to the Chairman of Notts CC supporting the petition, but no response has been forthcoming to date.

During the summer months, the posts on Cross Green were all cleaned and repainted by Couns Ann Copley and Alan Parkinson, and during October, joined by Coun Dick Barrett, 200kg of mixed daffodil bulbs were planted by them throughout the village.  Our thanks go to them all for their hard work and we have certainly all enjoyed a profusion of colour this spring!

Reluctantly, at our meeting in January, it was agreed to increase the precept for the coming year 2008/2009 to £7000. Our contingency reserves are still very low.  Although I am seeking funding for the repairs/alterations to the Village Hall, there are still certain costs which will have to be met by the Parish Council i.e. all legal and professional fees for plans etc..

Finally, Coun Ann Copley and I represented the Council at a workshop held in March regarding the changes to the Planning regulations.

Financial report

The Council began the 2007/2008 financial year with £3,352.26 in hand, and precepted for a figure of £5,750. Other income during the year totalled £473.94 from bank interest, miscellaneous income and grants received.

Expenditure during the year amounted to £3,453.03 compared to £6,390.46 in the previous financial year. Costs covered during the year included £849.87 for insurances, £733.40 for grass cutting and maintenance, £137.37 on equipment and maintenance and others. 

The council completed the year on March 31, 2008, with £6,123.17 in hand and have precepted for £7,000 for the 2008/2009 financial year.
