We are once again hearing of some problems with youngsters gathering on Manor Road, this appeared to have been dealt with last month where we saw a reduction. Continued high visibility patrols will be made on Manor Road to address this issue.

A number of the criminal damage incidents in Keyworth appear related to the Halloween and the firework period of year activities.

Whilst a large number of people out on Halloween night appeared to be behaving, there were a number of incidents reported of criminal damage, bottles being thrown and smashed and egg throwing at houses. On going investigations are taking place in relation to these matters.

Rather worryingly were the reports of fireworks being thrown in public places and toward people walking in the area by youngsters. Could we ask that parents advise their children about the dangers and offences of throwing fireworks in a public place?
We have had two separate incidents of theft of lead from Church roofs this months, could I ask that residents please pay attention to the local churches when out and about, dog walking etc and report anything suspicious, including any suspicious vehicles parked near churches. Thefts appear to occur during hours of darkness, Police are continuing to pay attention to the Churches.

Would residents note that the non emergency number for contacting the Police is changing.

The new non emergency number as from 07/11/2011 is 101, 

The old 0300 300 9999 number is to be phased out and will be turned of completely on 09/01/2012

Please see the Nottinghamshire Police web site for further details or contact the Beat team at Keyworth.

The usual 999 emergency number will remaining place and should be used for emergency calls to the Police where lives or property is in danger or a crime is in progress.

Could I ask that residents do not report crimes or suspicious incidents directly by phone to Keyworth Police station; the station is not always staffed. Suspicious incidents or reports of crime should be rung through to the control room using the new 101 number for non emergencies or 999 where a crime is in progress. The beat team do monitor all reports made to the Police on our area and will attend or follow up as required
