1. Apologies: Councillors Hopper and Bailey. 

2. Declarations of Interest: Cllr. M. Copley regarding planning application 11/01347/FUL.
3. Acceptance of minutes of meeting 31st August.

4. Open session for the public limited to 15 mins.
The two members of the public did not ask any questions of the parish council other than regarding footpaths in the area and had come along to meet the people who were representing and working for the parish.

(Standing orders re-instated 7.48pm)
5. Correspondence:

NCC: Street Lighting Proposals had been published showing that the street lighting on the A606 would remain unchanged but the lighting on the other roads within in parish would have their lights switched off between midnight and 0530. The council members did not have any comments regarding this and accepted that these proposals were appropriate.

NCC: Seasonal Decorations Licence – applications must be submitted for any decorations on the highways or council land. Licence application not necessary.

NCC: Winter Salt Requirements – Clerk to inform NCC that the parish council would accept the 5 free bags of salt available.

RBC: Chairman and Clerk invited to the Mayors Reception at Upper Broughton. Chairman to confirm attendance with the Clerk.

6. Village Hall.

Water Management – nothing to report at this time.

The water heater in the ladies toilet appeared to be broken and the Village Hall Committee were to investigate and would notify the parish council if necessary.

7. Highways: The proposals for the new 7.5T environmental weight restriction zone now included Station Road after consultation with Cllr. Cottee and Scott Wilson Consultancy.
8. Village Entry Signs: The parish council are still awaiting the full-size mock-ups of the signs to be presented. NCC will contact the Parish Council in October with regard to approving the new signs with Council members.
9. Planning Matters:

Pond Farm: A query that had been raised by a member of the parish concerning the planning conditions outlined in approved application 08/00360/COU. Rushcliffe Borough Council had informed the Clerk that they were currently investigating the query regarding the use of the Granny Annex and would report back to the parish Council with their findings.

10. Queens Diamond Jubilee.

Cllr. Parkinson requested that he would be keen for the parish council to start early if they were planning holding an event to mark the Queens Diamond Jubilee, particularly in terms of finding out how the council go about applying for possible road closures and trying to find out the level of interest from parishioners in terms of contributing to a celebration event.

Cllr. Fone volunteered to write a piece for the village magazine and the Clerk was asked to contact RBC to find out the timelines for applying for a permission to hold an event.

Action: Clerk to contact NCC and Cllr. Fone to forward article to the village magazine.

11. Cross Green Play Area.

Cllr. Parkinson has elected to postpone any efforts to plan dates for maintenance on Cross Green due to the temperamental weather. He has opted to use the odd half hour when spare to carry out the small jobs remaining. Action: Cllr. Parkinson and M. Copley to arrange a maintenance meeting on the Green to sort the screw threads on the slide.

12. Telephone Kiosk.

Cllr. A. Copley informed the council that Parishioner John Webster had completed the shelves in the Kiosk, which is now operating as a community book exchange point. John Webster had not accepted the offer of payment for his time and materials for which the Council Members were extremely grateful.

The Council asked the Clerk to forward a letter of thanks to John Webster for his work and contribution to completing this project.

Action: Clerk to forward a letter to Mr. Webster.

13. Financial Regulations & Risk Assessment.

The Clerk had completed both draft documents for the Councils approval. After further discussion on some of the items on the Financial Regulations document, there were a few minor changes and amendments to be completed before the Council could approve the document. The Clerk is to apply the changes as requested and forward the final draft for approval at the next meeting.

The Risk Assessment also required a few minor changes, which the Clerk will make, and forward the final draft document for approval at the next meeting.

Cllr. A. Copley, Cllr. Hopper and the Clerk completed a full risk assessment of the property assets of the parish council on 26th September. The report containing the action points from the risk assessment was read out to Council Members and is filed in the council records.

14. Finance:

The Clerk had received notification from External Auditor that the Annual Return had been completed and the accounts for 2010/11 closed, there were no recommendations or action points from the auditors.

The Balance of the Business Account - £13,312.24 (30 Sep 11) and £2,812.82 in the Reserve Account of which £6.23 belongs to the parish council and £2,806.59 is held on behalf of the Millennium Committee.
