1. Apologies: Councillors Barrett due to ill-health.
2. Declarations of Interest: None.
3. Acceptance of minutes of meeting 30th November 2011. Cllr’s. Fone and Parkinson wished to note that under Item 12. Parish Website, it had not been recorded that Borough Councillor Tina Combellack had indicated that she may be able to offer financial support from the Rushcliffe Community Fund  for any work needed to update or improve the parish website. With this amendment in mind, Cllr. M. Copley proposed that the minutes be accepted as a true record of the meeting; this was seconded by Cllr. A.Copley and passed.

Correspondence - United Charities of Upper Broughton.
i) A letter had been received from the secretary of the United Charities of Upper Broughton, due to the passing of John Copley, the parish council were required to appoint a trustee as a replacement. Cllr. M. Copley was willing to stand as a replacement so Cllr. Fone proposed that he was nominated as a trustee, Cllr. Parkinson seconded this proposal and it was passed.
ii) NCC: Draft proposals for Localism policies – further details had been requested and these were to be approved before the end of January and circulated to parish councils in February.

Village Hall.


i) 
Water Management – the builder had been to inspect the walls which had been damaged some months ago by the flooding. The builder was not happy with the finish so the damaged plasterwork had been chipped away and the de-humidifier brought back on site to dry out any remaining water in the brickwork. There was still a significant amount of water collecting in the de-humidifier which is to remain on site until the level of water being collected, decreases. Cllr.A.Copley noted that she would be putting forward a proposal at the next meeting that the £200 not collected by the builder as a gesture of goodwill should be, in part or wholly forwarded to the VHMC to put towards the cost of the electricity for running the de-humidifier.

 The Chair noted that a member of the village hall committee wished to attend the next meeting to discuss


    maintenance for the Village Hall, details of which will be forwarded to the Clerk.
7. Highways.


Cllr. A. Parkinson requested clarification of the decision that the parish council had reached at the last meeting regarding the street lighting around the Church. The Clerk confirmed that the concerns raised by Robert Jones regarding theft from the Church due to the lack of lighting had been forwarded as requested. Cllr. Bailey noted that two of the lights on the Church passage were still on overnight but the lights on Church Lane he thought were no longer lit overnight. Cllr. Parkinson requested that the Clerk find out if the light attached to Cllr. Barrett’s house was still lit at night.

Cllr. Parkinson raised concerns regarding the lack of a formal written request for the interactive speed signs which had been proposed as a solution to the County council’s previous decision that a pedestrian refuge on the A606 was not suitable. The Clerk was asked to contact Cllr. Cottee to see what stage the proposal was at as the parish council had not received any written confirmation of this proposal. The Clerk would add this to the next agenda should further action be required by the parish council.

The final design had been forwarded to the parish council for approval. Council members agreed that the signs were a vast improvement on the current ones and they unanimously approved the designs so that the project could move on to the next stage

10. Diamond Jubilee.
